Summary 
The meeting discussed: 1) summary report and review on activities; 2) CAST-USA national annual conference and its BOD election; and 3) major assignment to board members. The meeting began at 5:10 p.m.  

1. Summary report and review on activities. 
Lu Bo gave a brief report and review on recent activities and action items in the near future. As the biggest active group in the Chinese community, CAST-UT played a leading role in many recent activities, including several parties and performances held in the Salt Lake City Library and the Chinese New Year Celebration at Taylorsville High School. Many members, including but not limited to, Lu Bo, Zhu Hao, Liu Jingan, Dong Longcan, devoted their invaluable time and effort to these activities. 

Upcoming activities include Chinese cultural exhibit at the 30th Asian Festival on June 9-10, the Chinese traditional May 5th Festival and BBQ at the Sugar House Park on June 16, and a large group camping trip at the Little Cottonwood Canyon in the last weekend of July. 
2. CAST-USA national annual conference and its BOD election. 
The 2007 annual national conference of CAST-USA will be held in conjunction with the US-China Forum 2007 in New Haven, Connecticut, March 23-24, 2007. Lu Bo mentioned that CAST-UT will report the recent annual meeting and election to CAST-USA.
