Summary 
1. Future activity plans. 
There are three major events coming within the next two months. 

The 30th Asian Festival will be held on June 9-10 at the South Town Expo Center. Tian Qiang is working on setting up a Chinese cultural exhibit booth and organizing some activities, with the help from Xia Weidong, Shen Hua and others. They need more volunteers to help. Themes will include traditional Chinese culture, Chinese medicine, and Calligraphy. Jiang Weimin will handle the application process.
The Chinese Traditional May Festival and BBQ is scheduled on June 16 at the Sugar House Park. Jiang Weimin is director-in-chief of this biggest annual gathering of local Chinese community. He has contacted the Chinese Embassy and officers from the Embassy will come to Salt Lake City on that day to provide on-site Chinese passport (in Chinese) renewal services and notarization (in Chinese). Zhu Hao mentioned there were many interesting ideas at the Japanese Festival that we may learn from. 
It is decided that the group camping trip will be held at the weekend of July 27-29 at the Big Cottonwood Canyon. Lu Bo will make the reservations and is in charge of setting up the camp sites. 

2. Sponsorship, Specialty Panels, and Other Business Items
The board talked about potential improvements on CAST-UT sponsorship. Sponsors may advertisement on CAST-UT website, at seminars, and at other activities organized by CAST-UT. The board also discussed the possibility of having specialty panels on, e.g. small business, legal affairs, finance, and mortgage loan. It was suggested that future seminars can be arranged at the local Chinese School on Saturdays. 
The board discussed connections with other groups in Utah. Cheng Xiaohong will talk with Lion Association who is opening a branch in Utah. The Confucius Institute is opening at the University of Utah in the coming fall. 

The Overseas Chinese Affairs Office of the Chinese State Council will hold a Conference of Presidents of Overseas Chinese Professional Associations in May in Shanghai, Cheng Zhong will attend the conference on behalf of CAST-UT.
