Summary 
The meeting discussed 1) the upcoming activities; 2) CAST-USA updates, 3) proposals to amend CAST-UT Bylaws; 4) routine task projection. The meeting began at approximately 3:30 p.m., following the seminar presented by Lu Bo, and was adjourned at 5:10 p.m. Chen Weili left the meeting at 4:10.  Jiang Weimin joined the meeting at 4:20 p.m.  
1. Upcoming Activities
A) Eastern Cultural Night 

Sponsored by Eastern Trends and other Chinese Community organizations, Eastern Cultural Night will be held at 7:00 pm on May 29th, 2004. As an event to promote Chinese culture, the Night will present Cantonese opera, Chinese Dance, Chinese folk song, etc.  Jiang Weimin, on behalf of CAST-UT, is helping coordinate the event. As a support to the event, the participants bought 10 tickets at the meeting and expressed to spread the word about the event. 

B) May Festival

CAST-UT will sponsor the 5th Chinese May Festival. The festival is proposed on June 19th. Xia Weidong will be in charge of renting the venue. 
C) Asian Pacific Festival

Asian Pacific Festival will be held on June 12th, 2004. As usual, CAST-UT will try to set up a joint booth with Taiwanese counterpart. Zhu Hao, Zhang Zhe, Wan Le, Shen Hua will take care of the exhibition items. Dong Xiaoming will help to find brochures that introduce Chinese culture. Li Xiqing will be responsible for looking for volunteers and setting up a time table for volunteers to help take care of the booth. 

D) Summer Camping/Picnic

The meeting discussed and agreed to sponsor a summer camping/picnic from July 23rd to 26th at Bryce Canyon for the CAST-UT members. Further information will be made available to members when the event approaches. 

2. CAST-USA Updates
Zhu Hao briefed the participants on CAST-USA annual conference and the latest development with regard to the relationship between CAST-USA headquarter and the Great New York chapter. On the annual conference, three CAST-UT members were approved as BOD member on the national level. Consensus was reached at the conference on the conditions to approach the Great New York chapter. However, despite the candid compromise from the CAST-USA headquarter and other local chapter, the Great New York chapter leaders still refused to come back to the CAST-USA family. CAST-UT will continue to work with CAST-USA headquarter and other local chapters to find the best possible solution to this issue.  
3. CAST-UT Bylaws Amendment Proposal 

The meeting deliberated possible amendments to the bylaws. Wan Le, Zhang Zhe, Shen Hua, Zhang Xianxing, Li Xiqing initiated motions to amend the clauses on membership, acting president, term of presidency and BOD, financial spending. The proposed amendments will be distributed separately. 
The issue of board of trustee brought up by Song Yucheng at last BOD meeting was also discussed at the meeting. It was agreed at the meeting that as a convention, non-profit organizations such as CAST-UT only have one board, board of trustees or board of directors. Since the executive role of CAST-UT has long been undertaken by the board of directors, the meeting decided not to consider setting up the board of trustees.  
4. Task Review/Projection

A) Business/Investment Committee

Due to the recovery of American economy, people are more interested in investment than last two to three years ago and need more knowledge in this area. In light of this need, CAST-UT will hold a seminar on investment late May. Lu Bo will be talking to Ye Yi who will present the seminar and set the time. It is proposed that to draw more audience, the seminar can be held in Oriental Chinese School where parents may be interested in attending while waiting for their kids.
B) Membership

Since February, five new members have joined CAST-UT. Every BOD member is asked to present CAST-UT to their friends and persuade them to join. 
C) Seminar

Pan Dong, a new CAST-UT member, will be contacted to explore the possibility for him to give a seminar in finance and investment with different perspectives from Ye Yi’s talk. 

D) Website

Thanks to Dong Xiaoming’s great effort, CAST-UT’s new website, www.castut.org, has been set up. The new website features more functionalities and aims to be more dynamic. Comments are welcome from all members.
